After council’s review and 

discussion, Michelle Joy made a motion seconded by Roz Miller to authorize LSSE to put out bids for Option #2 

for the Milling and Paving of the Tragesser Plan in the amount of $319.981.00.  All in favor, except Bart Carr, 

motion carried.
